TEAM REGISTRATION 
 

A team representative must check in with the tournament convenor at the registration table prior to the team’s 
first game of the tournament. 

 
 

MUSIC PLAYING BY PARENTS/SIBLINGS/ETC 
 

Due to issues in the past, only the timekeeper for the game is permitted to play music during warm up  
and game stoppages.   

No Bluetooth music is to be played by parents, siblings, and spectators from the stands. 
 
 

RAMP & GAME CODES 
 

The tournament schedule has been uploaded into RAMP and teams game codes will be found in their teams 
RAMP login.  If you are unsure how to locate same, please ask your association registrar or administrator for 

assistance.   
 

Teams are responsible for ensuring they indicate players and bench staff within RAMP as well as ensuring 
jersey numbers are noted (if not showing) for every game.   

 
Coach, manager or designated individual must also ensure they sign digitally. 

 
 

JERSEY COLOUR CONFLICTS 
 

Home teams must wear light coloured jerseys where possible.  In the event of a conflict,  
the home team must change their jerseys. 

 
Teams are requested to bring pinnies or a second set of jerseys to avoid conflict.”

EARLY GAME START UP 
 

Games can start up to 20 minutes before any scheduled game.   
Please ensure your team is ready. 

 
 

DRESSING ROOMS 
 

Ensure your dressing room is left clean when exiting 
 within 20 minutes following game. 

 

 
PICK UP PLAYERS 

 
All players participating in the tournament must be properly registered through the OWHA to play on the 
team with which they are listed, or qualified to play by a properly completing the Pick Up/AP section within 
RAMP.  NO paper “Pick Up Player for Tournament Forms” will be accepted.   
 
Pick up players are not permitted to replace suspended players. 

 
A team may use a maximum of three (3) pick up players from: 

(i) A lower category of the same age division, 
(ii) Lower category and/or lower age division, same category or lower, 

to bring the total team strength up to, but not to exceed the number of registered players on the team.   
 
House league teams may pick up a maximum of three (3) players laterally within the same category, same or 
lower age division. 
 
Pickups are to be registered OWHA players only and the pickup player may only participate with one team 
during the tournament. 
 
A player’s own team must honour any suspension incurred by that player while acting as a pickup player for 
another team. 

OWHA RULES 
As per the OWHA, 

 
“No player may play on more than one team in a tournament.” 

 
“No team/player may participate in more than one hockey tournament on the same dates.” 

 
“The OWHA Registrar may authorize lateral movement of a goaltender in any emergency situation.” 

 
 

PHOTOS 
 

Photos can be taken OFF THE ICE (if time constraints) or ON ICE as close to boards as possible.   
Spectators are NOT permitted on the ice to take photos. 

 

 
The Tournament Committee reserves itself the final word on the interpretation of the rules.
